rounders

Rounders is an outdoor team sport played on a circular pitch. 2 teams take turns at batting and fielding. The aim is for the batters to hit the ball (thrown by the
fielding team) and then run around a series of bases to score a ‘run’. The fielding team aims to get the batter out by catching the ball, or forcing them out at a base.

To play shots into different spaces of the field. To use skills and tactics to outwit opponents when batting.
